The Process

The planning process for a larger project begins
with gathering as much information as possible
about the site and about your particular needs and
wishes. It is helpful to fill out a questionnaire and
draw in your measurements on a site plan before the
meeting. These can be picked up at the Greenhouse
or found on our web-site. Then we arrange a visit
with you at your place and look over the areas you
would like us to work on. We take photos and
measurements, then make computer-aided draw-
ings and images to fit the situation. Most people are
happy for the before and after images of their sites,
as it helps greatly to be able to visualize the final
results. Finally we arrange a consultation at the
greenhouse to go over the plan and images as well
as present the quotes for the plants, materials, and
installation, if that is wanted.

What does it cost?
‘We have 3 basic plans you can to choose from.

$110 for a Greenhouse Consultation

You bring in measurements and images and we work
on it at the greenhouse without an on-site visit. This
design option is for a small to medium size area. For
instance - one side of your house.

$199 for an On-Site Medium Area Plan

We will come to your house and take the measure-
ments and images we need. This design option is for a
small to medium size area. For instance - one side of
your house.

$379 for an On-Site Master Plan

We will come to your house and take the measure-
ments and the images we need. This design option is
for all 4 sides of you house or an equivalent of 4 photo
shots.

Please note: prices could vary according to the extent
of the areas we are dealing with. We charge an
additional travel charge of $1.50 per mile (one way)
when we come out for an on-site consultation.

For any other service including plant delivery, instal-
ling, spring and fall clean up, soil test etc., we charge
$40 an hour including the travel time. No extra
mileage fee is added.

Our landscape projects include:
All our trees and shrubs have a 100% replacement
guarantee for one year from the date of installation.
For any jobs we install, we offer a 10% discount on all
plant material.

We follow each job up with a visit later in the year, or
the following year, to make sure you are completely
satisfied with the results.
